For recruitment to permissible posts,
it is necessary to submit a proposal and obtain a no-objection certificate separately as per the prevailing
policy and function of the government.

10) Permissible Posts Recruitment should not take place without the prior permission of the Govt. In case
of non-compliance appointment without Government permission / Irregularity regarding appointment at
any level, payment of salary for the said post will be invalidated. The entire responsibility of such
appointments will be with the concerned management and the college.
